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Maximum output is produced when stoves are run hard.

It must be appreciated that figures concerning output, capacity and consumption are variable due to differences in operating conditions. The
type and amount of wood, whether it is seasoned or wet and the draw on the flue all influence the heating capacity: the above figures were
obtained using dry elm.
