It is the responsibilty of the installer to comply with the Health and
Safety at Work Act 1974, and particular attention should be given to the
following:

lin

Thid stove is heavy and adequate facilities must be available for all
handling operations and its final manouvre into position. In order to
lighten the stove, the main doors may be removed, as well as the hot plate
and flue adaptor. The grates and ash pan cover can also be removed .

Glass

Care should be taken when handling the doors that the glass is not knocked.

Fire Cement

Some types of Fire cement are caustic and should not be allowed to come
into contact with the skin. In cases of contact, wash off with plenty of
water.

If any electrical components are used in the installation they should be
installed in accordance with the manufacturer's installation instructions
and all wiring must comply with the regulations for the Electrical
Equipment of Buildings.

Flues, Combustion, Air Supply and Positioning of the Stove

In addition to these installation instructions, Building Regulations and
Local Authority By-Laws regarding flues and positioning of the appliance,
Code of Practice No 403:1974 and BS 6461 Ptl and Pt2 : 1984 must be

observed.

This stove should not be fitted in a room where an extractor fan is in use,
as this could result in a flue pull reversal and emission.
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
